Why Global Partnership monitoring?



ÅImprove utility of the data at the country-level, including through provision of 

disaggregated data on performance

ÅCompare progress across regions and contexts to facilitate peer-learning 

ÅFacilitate dialogue on progress between development partners

Why a data visualization Dashboard?



Å2014 and 2016 Global Partnership monitoring data

VGovernment-led data collection, validated at the country level 

through a multi-stakeholder process

V81 low and middle-income countries, 125+ development 

partners (bilateral DAC and non-DAC, international 

organisations, philanthropy, etc.) and hundreds of non-state 

partners participated in 2016 alone

ÅInclusion of comparable data from the Paris Aid 

Effectiveness process (2005, 2007 and 2010) for relevant 

indicators

Å2018 monitoring round to add additional data by the end 

of this year
